LECKHAMPTON CHURCH
AND ITS PARISH

The church of St Peter, with its slender spire, is a conspicuous landmark in local stone. Built by Sir John Giffard in the 14th century, it was altered and enlarged by John Middleton in the Victorian period.

In this extensively revised edition of the book, the author describes the building’s development and importance. Monuments and stained-glass windows commemorate inhabitants not only of Leckhampton but of Cheltenham and beyond who are buried in its churchyard. The bells and the organ too are of special interest. 

As background, from parish registers, vestry minutes and other documentary evidence, the book traces the growth of the parish and tells of the influence and achievements of clergy, patrons and parishioners.

The account is complemented by engravings and photographs, many of them new to this edition, showing the church as it appeared in earlier years.
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
